Rich and evocative paintings from an underrecognized Japanese American 
abstractionist
The result of several years of research, Heart of Hearts is the first book dedicated to the life and work of Japanese 
American artist Miyoko Ito. Ito was born in Berkeley, California to parents of Japanese descent and educated at the 
University of California, Berkeley, where she studied watercolor. A month before her graduation, in 1942, Ito was sent 
to the Tanforan Assembly Center, an internment camp south of San Francisco. Released several years before her 
husband, she transferred to the School of the Art Institute of Chicago but never graduated. Unlike the other “Allusive 
Abstractionists” with whom Ito was loosely associated, her geometric compositions often evoke landscapes, interiors 
and the human body. Irregular forms are rendered in layers of paint applied horizontally, creating an ombré effect 
reminiscent of a sun over the horizon. Working on one canvas at a time, her technical precision was reflected in her slow 
working process, painting in her studio from sunrise to sunset, often seven days a week. “I have no place to take myself 
except painting,” she confided in a 1978 interview, “it has been my biggest life-giving force.” 
While Ito’s paintings have recently been the subject of critically acclaimed exhibitions at Matthew Marks Gallery, Artists 
Space and the Berkeley Art Museum and Pacific Film Archive, her elegant and mysterious abstractions were and are 
scarcely known beyond Chicago, where she spent much of her adult life and made a career. Assembled by Pre-Echo 
Press and Jordan Stein—curator of Ito’s first two solo institutional exhibitions in nearly 40 years—Heart of Hearts 
features over 100 full-color plates, archival materials, a 1978 interview with the artist and a 5,000-word biographical 
essay that contextualizes Ito’s practice and aims to afford the artist her proper place within a history of postwar 
American art. 
Miyoko Ito (1918–83) was born in Berkeley, California, to Japanese parents. As a young girl, she spent several years 
with her mother and sister in Japan, where she first experimented with calligraphy and painting. Ito participated in the 
1975 Whitney Biennial and was honored with a retrospective exhibition at the Renaissance Society in 1980. Her work is 
represented in the collections of the Art Institute of Chicago, the Museum of Contemporary Art, Chicago, the Los Angeles 
County Museum of Art, the Whitney Museum of American Art and the Museum of Modern Art, New York.

Only a fraction of these pioneers stuck 
it out for the decades following the Summer of Love. These 
flinty souls remain a study in principled self-reliance and human 
ingenuity. They are now in their 70s and 80s and the question 
arises of what they will leave behind, literally and figuratively. 
For decades they have kept these experimental homes hidden, 
long fearful of building inspectors and drug squads. Handmade 
Utopia presents these structures as artworks in their own right, 
captured at a moment when they risk being lost forever.

A new edition of the beloved out-of-print artist’s 
book that makes material, through unbound pages, 
Cage’s concept of indeterminacy
Like a mushroom hunting trip full of unexpected pleasures, Iris Garden 
combines 22 of John Cage’s stories from his 1959 spoken word album 
Indeterminacy—for which he read aloud texts of varying length within 
one-minute increments—with 44 of William Gedney’s photographs 
shot from the 1950s to 1989, several of which are portraits of the famed 
composer. Together, Cage’s anecdotal prose about everyday life and 
Gedney’s austere photographs articulate an aesthetic sensibility of 
openness—one which allows the reader to fill in the narrative blanks. 
The book’s design ingeniously mirrors Cage’s devotion to chance by 
leaving its pages loose and unbound so that they may be shuffled and 
reordered by the reader. Originally published in a small print run by 
photographer Alec Soth’s independent press, Little Brown Mushroom, in 
2013, this new edition brings a rare out-of-print book back into the world. 
Soth founded his press as a space to experiment with image and text—a 
spirit saliently reflected in Iris Garden’s quietly radical collaboration. 
John Cage (1912–92) was one of the most influential and transformative 
figures in 20th-century music and art. A pioneer of chance operations, 
experimental composition and the use of silence—most famously in 
his work “4’33””—Cage reshaped the boundaries of artistic practice, 
extending his ideas into writing, visual art and philosophy. 
Working largely outside the commercial mainstream and recognized 
more fully after his death, William Gedney (1932–89) was an American 
photographer who developed a lyrical documentary style shooting 
across the United States, from rural Kentucky to San Francisco.

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Because sage was so 
strongly associated with heal-
ing, it often appeared in for-
mularies as a component of 
perfumes that were believed to 
have health benefits. It features, 
in particular, in the context of 
Eau de la Reine d’Hongrie, or 
Hungary Water, which was a 
famous perfume connected to 
the fourteenth-century Queen 
of Hungary. The formula for 
Hungary Water evolved with 
the times.19 Many perfumers 
had their own versions, and 
Simon Barbe shares his in his 
1699 formulary Le Parfumeur 
royal: “You will put rosemary 
flowers and leaves, with a little 
thyme, lavender and sage; you 
will put it all in a bottle . . . you 
will shake and stir the bottle in 
a lively fashion.”20

Sage’s medicinal and cul-
tural importance persists today. 
Its use in perfumery, too, has 
endured. The judicious use of 
sage adds a herbal note to a 
blend, with a camphorous, eucalyptus-like aspect that adds “pep . . . freshness and 
zing.”21 Because of its cultural implications in the western United States, some brands 
from the region have made use of the local white sage as a sort of geographic calling 
card: Smudge, by Heretic Parfum (Douglas Little, 2018), for instance, as well as White 
Sage by Juniper Ridge (Hall Newbegin, 2019).22 More commonly, however, perfumers 
select common sage or clary sage, which both lend dry, herbaceous aspects that are 
particularly relevant in green, mossy perfumes.

The various sages available to perfumers can serve as an unexpectedly modern 
ingredient. White sage, clary sage, and common sage are all readily available as essential 
oils, and the latter two are wonderful options for people who want to enjoy a sage 
experience that isn’t culturally harmful. When used with thoughtfulness and respect, 
perhaps sage can be a salvatrix, after all.

The 60 years between 1925 and 1985 bore witness to a meteoric 
acceleration of technological developments, followed almost as 
quickly by an apathetic disillusionment as to their cost. In the late 
1960s, nearly four decades of technological optimism and relentless 
consumerism were replaced by growing fears of an ecological 
apocalypse, which led to a shift in the collective vision for the 
future, reflected clearly in midcentury home interior innovation. 
Home of the Future’s first three sections investigate how designers, 
companies and the government imagined, disseminated and 
sold the notion of the home of the future. The fourth and final 
section explains how these strategies were later rejected, but also 
repurposed. 
Combined with countercultural ideals about autonomy and 
sustainability, the result is an embrace of the “smart homes” that 
dominate today. Models, vintage advertisements, drawings and 
archival photographs elucidate midcentury fantasies about future 
living: The Dymaxion House!

Appliances ranging from sinks and toasters to radios and TV sets 
reveal how advances in energy production (electric, gas, solar and 
atomic) and the prevalence of synthetics fundamentally altered not 
only the way Americans lived but also the nature of their beliefs.

Forget what you know about the beehive and pick up 
this guide to apiaries from ancient times to the early 
modern world
Since the birth of the modern beehive in 1852, structural innovation in hive 
construction has entered a dormant period. By favoring the standardized 
box hive, beekeeping turns its back on the 4,400 years of architectural 
diversity that came before. 
In an attempt to rectify this stagnation and to recover a fascinating 
fragment of design history, Aladin Borioli has maintained an open-ended 
and ongoing research project, Apian, which uses theoretical, iconographic 
and ethnographic methods to dissect the relationship between bees and 
humans. Originally published by RVB Books in 2020, this pocket-size, 
bilingual (English/French) artist’s book traces archival evidence of the 
beehive from as far back as 2400 BCE. Borioli rejects a fixed narrative and 
makes way for polymorphism: introducing graphic design, photography 
and writing to retell the story of beehives. The 375 images offer a glimpse 
into this prolific history of architecture for nonhumans.

“I can live alone and love to work,” painter and printmaker Mary Cassatt said of herself. This publication, and the exhibition it 
accompanies, sketch a new portrait of the beloved artist, emphasizing the notion of independence that underpinned both her life and her 
art.

Born in Nashville, Robert Ryman (1930–2019) moved to New York with the hopes of becoming a professional saxophonist. To make 
ends meet, he took a job as a security guard at the Museum of Modern Art, New York, but became fascinated with the Abstract 
Expressionist works on display there. He started painting in the early 1950s, and was honored with a retrospective exhibition at 
MoMA in 1993, almost 40 years later.

American artist Paul Thek, an influential figure in the post-1960s generation, left behind more than 
100 notebooks containing drawings and watercolors, diary entries, poetry, correspondences, ideas for 
artworks and elaborate transcriptions of texts by philosophers or theologians. Considered by Thek to 
be artworks unto themselves, his notebooks provide unparalleled insight into his imagination, which he 
translated into sculpture, painting and installation. This facsimile edition of one of Thek’s composition 
notebooks from 1977 provides an up-close experience of this intimate facet of his practice, with vivid 
watercolors, lists, scribbles, notes and sketches revealing glimmers of the inner life of a legendary 
artist. Within the notebook, Thek endeavors, continuously, to work out his mind, dispelling humorous 
and resonant self-directives, such as “Avoid anyone who seeks to be a MASTER.” A few pages later, in 
reference to another declarative, he cautions, “This is not necessarily true; avoid definitions.” 
Creating eclectic paintings, sculptures, video and performance works, Paul Thek (1933–88) defied 
neat categorization or a signature style. He is best known for his 1960s “meat pieces,” later referred to 
as his Technological Reliquaries series, consisting of hyperrealistic wax sculptures depicting hunks of 
flesh—both human and otherwise. Thek is also credited as one of the first artists to create elaborate, 
ephemeral environments or installations composed of perishable materials such as sand, candles and 
newspaper. He died in New York from AIDS-related complications.

A prodigious compilation of works from the late 20th century’s great 
collage and correspondence artist
This major monograph presents a vast selection of work by Ray Johnson made between 1950, the 
year after he moved to New York City from his hometown of Detroit, up to just before his death 
in 1995. In a new essay, artist Matt Connors describes the “blooming off-ness [and] staunch 
instability” of Johnson’s visual lexicon as “the true harmonics, the real sound of Johnson’s 
project.” Novelist and poet Lucy Ives illuminates the artist’s understudied relationship to the work 
and life of Emily Dickinson, which Ives describes as “one of his most unnerving and productive 
transhistorical collaborations.” This volume also features a reprint of critic Henry Martin’s 
rollicking 1972 text on Johnson, in which he asserts that the artist “cuts things up in order to make 
them tell the truth and then he keeps all the pieces to be sure that he will continue to be able to 
tell the whole truth.” 
Ray Johnson (1927–95) was a pioneering figure in the Pop and Conceptual art movements. 
Coming of age in the downtown New York art scene of the 1950s, he worked across a range of 
mediums including painting, sculpture, collage, mail art and publications—approaching each 
mode as a node in a larger Gesamtkunstwerk that encompassed his way of moving through the 
world. Notoriously elusive, Johnson was called the “the most famous unknown artist” by the New 
York Times in 1965.

Unpacking the life and work of a beloved New York artist whose multihyphenate practice and 
radical linguistic vision influenced a generation of poets, performers and activists
This is the first monograph dedicated to the visionary American artist, poet and activist John Giorno. Emerging from the New 
York downtown scene of the 1960s, Giorno developed a singular artistic voice at the crossroads of poetry, performance, painting 
and political activism over the course of more than six decades. By bringing the written word off the page and into performance, 
technology and visual art, Giorno challenged disciplinary boundaries and advanced a radical vision of language as central to human 
expression. Though often positioned at the margins of multiple downtown scenes—the Beats, Andy Warhol’s Factory, punk music, 
queer counterculture, anti-war activism—he was in fact an influential presence within all of them, operating as a conduit between 
coexisting cultural communities. His collaborators included Robert Rauschenberg, William S. Burroughs, Laurie Anderson, Anne 
Waldman and Allen Ginsberg, among many others. 
This book traces how Giorno wove poetry into all aspects of daily life—by putting words on the wall, on the performance stage, on LP 
vinyl records or on the telephone. A wide range of archival documents, images and ephemera form an intimate portrait of Giorno as 
an activist, performer, Buddhist practitioner, collaborator and friend. 
John Giorno (1936–2019) was a New York–born poet, performance artist and activist. After receiving early recognition for his 
starring role in Andy Warhol’s five-hour film Sleep (1963), Giorno created his iconic Dial-A-Poem at the Architectural League of New 
York in 1968. His wide-ranging legacy includes his foundation’s support of artists living with AIDS through the AIDS Treatment Project. 
He lived and worked in New York City with his husband, the Swiss artist Ugo Rondinone, until his death in 2019.

The custom 
matchbooks served not only as a means for lighting one’s cigarette, but also to collect names and phone numbers on the matchbook’s 
inside cover while cruising. A love letter to a lost art, Cruising: Gay Matchbooks is an archive of 200 matchbooks from gay bars and 
bathhouses. The publication includes matchbooks from iconic institutions, such as the Saint (New York), Florent (New York), the Stud 
(San Francisco), St. Marks Baths (New York) and the Eagle (New York), as well as lesser-known spots across the country. The archive is 
brought to life with 12 essays from leading voices on gay culture including Peter Berlin, Rick Castro, AA Bronson and Michael Bullock, who 
share their stories of love, loss, lust and possibility. 
Cruising is both a design book and a time capsule. The matchbooks reflect a time when queer spaces had their own distinct visual 
identities—designed by and for the people who gathered there. Each unique matchbook delights and surprises with bespoke typography 
and imagery tailor-made for the bars and baths. Design for marginalized communities is so often focused on protest, but this collection 
of matchbooks exudes pleasure—the pleasure of being out and going out, the pleasure of lighting a cigarette, the pleasure of getting a 
stranger’s number with the promise of fun.

More than 70 photographs documenting the 
“end of an era” for queer cruising culture on 
Manhattan’s West Side piers
Throughout the 1970s and ’80s, the abandoned piers running along 
New York’s West Side Highway served as a hotbed of gay cruising 
activity as well as a haven for the broader LGBT community. By 
the mid-1990s, abutting neighborhoods were undergoing intense 
transformation through gentrification, with many dilapidated 
buildings and structures being demolished. The remaining piers 
were a gathering spot beyond the boundaries of daily life, where 
gay, lesbian, bisexual and transgender people found a place to be 
openly themselves. For some, the piers were a place for hustlers 
and sex workers to meet with their patrons. For others, the piers 
were a place to simply “be” in the sunshine, relaxing, free of scorn, 
fear or judgment, in ways not possible elsewhere at that time. The 
series likewise documents a New York that doesn’t exist anymore: 
the World Trade Center stands proud in the background of many of 
these photos. The surrounding habitat of the piers themselves have 
since been replaced with luxury apartments and a family-friendly 
city park. The West Side Highway Pier series depicts that, even in 
New York City, people had to go to extremes—to the end of a pier, 
at the edge of a continent, treading on unsafe structures—to be free 
to be their authentic selves. This series documents the final days of 
this once-infamous gay playground, with reverence to the historical 
context in which it once existed.

This slipcased box set presents four of Nan Goldin’s most 
important slideshow works, presented in book form in their 
entirety for the first time. The first volume Memory Lost explores 
the darkness of addiction and the claustrophobia of drug use, 
and is considered by Goldin to be her most important piece 
since the seminal Ballad of Sexual Dependency. Sirens / Salome 
is a single volume containing two works comprised of found 
footage: Sirens, about the experience of being ecstatically high 
and named after the Greek myth in which sailors are seduced by 
pleasure to their death; and Salome, which explores temptation, 
destruction and the male gaze. In Stendhal Syndrome Goldin 
pairs her autobiographical images with photographs that she 
made of paintings and sculptures from museums throughout the 
world, centered around themes of love and desire. 
Housed in an elegant clothbound slipcase, Honey on a 
Razor Blade compellingly retains the presentation of these 
slideshows by presenting each image in the same format on 
a black background and preserving the original sequencing. 
Complementing these visual volumes is the reader “Heartbeat,” 
comprising 36 texts commissioned by Goldin and many 
published here for the first time: the most comprehensive, 
insightful and eloquent body of writing on her work to date. 
Nan Goldin (born 1953) lives and works between New York 
and Paris. In 2018 Goldin and her colleagues founded P.A.I.N. 
(Prescription Addiction Intervention Now), a direct-action group 
advocating harm reduction and education to address the stigma 
of addiction and the mounting overdose crisis.

While Helen Levitt (1913–2009) is best known for her pioneering black-and-
white street photography, she also produced a vast body of work in color. This 
revelatory book gathers more than 100 of Levitt’s color photographs, combining 
iconic images with previously unpublished work in a large format that rivals the 
scale of her original prints, deepening our understanding of her compelling color 
legacy. 
Levitt first began taking black-and-white street photographs in the 1930s and 
’40s. In 1959, she made an experimental shift to color, immersing herself in the 
luminous, varied spectrum of Kodachrome film. She photographed local residents 
of Spanish Harlem, the Lower East Side and the Midtown red-light districts: hives 
of everyday activity that brought together diverse shoppers and shopkeepers, 
delivery men, street food vendors, mothers, fathers and children. In each of the 
everyday moments Levitt depicted, she used color in masterful, elegant ways: 
to emphasize unexpected details; to negotiate space; to activate scenes by 
encouraging the viewer’s eye to roam, to resist settling on any single area.

His many photographic series include his iconic photos of poor 
Americans during the 1940s (taken for the Farm Security Administration Program) and his photographic essays for Life. He directed 
films including Shaft and the semiautobiographical The Learning Tree.

This book honors the life, death and legacy of Emmett Till through 
a kaleidoscope of 20th- and 21st-century photography. Both a 
reckoning with the past and a probing investigation into the current 
state of American life, If Emmett Till Lived presents a fictionalized 
narrative of the life Emmett Till might have lived had he returned 
home in 1955, rather than being murdered at the age of 14 while 
visiting family in Mississippi, a victim of the racial terror of Jim Crow 
rule.

This is a new and redesigned edition of Mary Ellen Mark’s debut book Passport, first published in 1974 by Lustrum Press. It 
features a collection of Mark’s early work, shot on her overseas travels between 1963 and 1973. These photographs quickly 
drew attention for their persuasive humanism and Mark’s ability to avoid cliché when depicting cultures exotic to her own, 
a challenge she navigated by aiming, in her words, to capture “something that evokes a certain kind of memory or response 
that’s universal”—be the subject immigrants on their way to a new life in Istanbul, bathers in the Ganges or a man and his 
monkey begging in Kathmandu. For this Steidl edition, the original 56-page travel diary has been extended to 120 pages and 
features an additional text by Ralph Gibson, founder of Lustrum Press—a worthy update for this classic publication. 
Mary Ellen Mark (1940–2015) received her master’s degree in photojournalism from the Annenberg School of Communication 
at the University of Pennsylvania. In the late 1960s she relocated to New York City, documenting counterculture movements 
and societal outsiders. Over the course of her lifetime she published 18 photobooks and frequently contributed to Life, Rolling 
Stone, Vanity Fair and other publications.

Robert Adams’ photographs of the Western landscape 
are iconic reminders of nature’s resilience in the face 
of human development. But as this collection of never-
before-published contact sheets shows, his precise 
arrangements of clouds, trees and roads under clear 
Colorado light were not inevitable. Instead, they are the 
result of Adams’ relentless searching for form and his 
inimitable, exacting photographic technique, as evidenced 
by prints marked with cropping lines, exposure times and 
other notes. The book pairs around 50 photographs with 
their original contact sheets, each showing the exposures 
from a single roll of medium format film, or with contact-
printed 4x5 negatives and pencil-drawn printing guides. 
The photographs span 20 years, from the 1960s to the mid-
1980s, just before Adams traded these larger negatives for 
a nimbler 35mm camera. Artifacts from an age when every 
serious photograph was a handmade object, the contact 
sheets offer a graphic record of what Adams was seeking, 
and what he set aside. As Jeffrey Fraenkel writes in his 
introduction, Adams’ contact sheets “remind us [Adams] 
was never looking for the perfect picture. He looked until 
the picture became one.” 
Robert Adams was born in 1937 in Orange, New Jersey. 
He became a photographer in the mid-1960s and has 
published more than 40 books of photographs, with 
the changing landscape of the American West as his 
primary subject. His books include The New West (1974), 
Los Angeles Spring (1986), Listening to the River (1994), 
Turning Back (2005), Tenancy (2017) and Thalia (2024). 
Adams lives and works in the Pacific Northwest.

Robert Capa’s (1913–54) Death in the Making was published in 1938 as a 
poignant tribute to the men and women, civilians and soldiers alike, fighting in 
Spain against Franco’s fascist insurrection. The book included only one year of 
images from the Republican position, but covered the spectrum of emotions 
of a civil war, from the initial excitement to the more harrowing realities of 
modern warfare. But over time, after World War II and rising anti-communist 
paranoia in the United States, association with the Spanish Civil War was a 
liability and the book became obscured. Today, however, Death in the Making 
has reached cult status, not least because copies are hard to find (particularly 
ones with Capa’s famous Falling Soldier image on the dust jacket), but also for 
its passionate call to defend democracy. 
With new scans of all the images, this remastered facsimile of the original 
edition reproduces the original layout by photographer André Kertész, the 
original caption text by Capa and preface by writer Jay Allen. The muddy 1938 
publication is entirely transformed by high-quality printing to reflect the beauty 
and pathos of the original intention. This edition also includes a new essay with 
new research on the making and reception of the original book, and a complete 
checklist identifying the author, location and date of each image.

In 1971, inspired by Lee Friedlander’s self-portraits, the humorous and innocent 
pictures made by Jacques Henri Lartigue and the dynamics of chance in the act 
of creation as embodied in the work of Marcel Duchamp, American conceptual 
photographer Mike Mandel (born 1950) set out to make Myself: Timed Exposures. 
He attached his 35mm camera to a tripod and walked out into public space, 
looking for social situations to insert himself into and create a picture. Once he 
found a likely opportunity, he would set up the camera, release the self-timer and 
enter the frame. People, strangers to Mandel, would be jarred for a moment from 
their routine and their perceived public isolation. Suddenly, “click,” the machine 
made its own “decisive moment.” Mandel was busy being the subject and would 
have to wait for the darkroom to find out if he had made any pictures that day. 
This is a revised edition of Mandel’s photobook, originally self-published in 1972. It 
features a gatefold, sewn sections, an open spine book block and a Swiss-bound 
cover. 

From Hammershøi to Munch, Strindberg to Gauguin—cult filmmaker

“My idea is to satisfy myself with a collage of images that together represent my youthful, naïve, 
if you will, love for primarily Nordic artists and their followers, as a kind of interwoven tapestry 
that can be viewed both as a whole and in detail.” This is how Danish film director Lars von Trier 
(born 1956) introduces his curatorial project, Descendant, staged at the Willumsen’s Museum 
and the Thiel Gallery. The accompanying catalog unfolds with an array of works from 19th- and 
20th-century Nordic and continental European artists—August Strindberg, Caspar David 
Friedrich, Edvard Munch, J.F. Willumsen, Paul Gauguin, Per Kirkeby, Rudolph Tegner and Vilhelm 
Hammershøi—and traces their visual influences on von Trier’s feature films such as Melancholia, 
Breaking the Waves and the Palme d’Or–winning Dancer in the Dark. Essays by literary critic Lilian 
Rösing, artist Erik Steffensen, author Karl Ove Knausgård and von Trier himself wax poetic on the 
director’s most common and controversial themes and their reflections in the psyches of these 
artists from bygone generations.

Her daily practice, continually documenting herself and her surroundings, expanded through her creative 
uses of self-timers and cable releases to take snapshots in the middle of performances. This dedication resulted in an extensive archive 
of over 10,000 photographs that go behind the scenes of rock-and-roll stardom—playing with Courtney Love’s daughter, Frances 
Bean Cobain; hanging out with Pavement, Sonic Youth and Beck; riding in the back of a limousine with Drew Barrymore; and idling time 
on the set of the music video for Hole’s song “Celebrity Skin.” She was even commissioned by magazines such as Spin to document 
Lollapalooza 1995 and the Tibetan Freedom Concert of 1996. Gritty and edgy, playful yet deeply personal, Auf der Maur’s intimate 
photographs celebrate the independent spirit of the ’90s and offer an insider’s view of the decade before smartphones and digital 
recording software. Through an extensive curatorial selection of more than 200 photographs, her memories create a moving self-
portrait of a young artist living through the ’90s alternative music scene, and a time capsule for Generation X. 
Melissa Auf der Maur’s (born 1972) indie band Tinker had just opened for Smashing Pumpkins when Billy Corgan recommended her 
to Courtney Love as the new bassist for Hole’s grief-marked Live Through This world tour, beginning soon after the deaths of both Kurt 
Cobain and Kristen Pfaff. She played on the group’s Grammy-nominated album Celebrity Skin. After leaving Hole, Auf der Maur joined 
Smashing Pumpkins as the bassist for their farewell tour from 1999 to 2000. Following the release of a few solo albums, she moved to 
Hudson, NY, became a mother and cofounded the multidisciplinary art center Basilica Hudson.

In THERAPY, KAWS’ (born 1974) iconic hybrid cartoon characters populate a series of 
paintings around one larger-than-life, stainless steel sculpture, SPACE. Completed in 2023, 
the sculpture presents an iteration of KAWS’ COMPANION, the original three-dimensional 
character first created by the artist as a small vinyl toy in 1999. Here, COMPANION is depicted 
as a towering space explorer, clad in an astronaut suit, wearing an oxygen tank on its back and 
covering its eyes with gloved hands, suggesting a state of resignation or perhaps denial. In his 
new body of paintings, KAWS depicts variations of his popular CHUM character, developed 
in the late 1990s. Using a paint-splatter technique recalling the immediacy of spray paint, 
KAWS imbues his characters with a shimmering, transcendent quality, while painted shadows 
lend them a near-sculptural volume. At once humorous and empathetic, they serve as prime 
examples of KAWS’ exploration of complex emotions like fear, loneliness, vulnerability and 
love. Sculptural yet flattened, depersonalized yet distinctly human, his subjects collapse 
conventional distinctions, encouraging viewers to identify, empathize and find common 
ground.

Though the world knew him as the rule-breaking, gender-bending grandmaster 
of Dada, French artist Marcel Duchamp (1887–1968) considered himself a chess 
player above all else. He competed nationally and internationally, earned the rank 
of master, published treatises on strategy and even developed a problem that is 
still unsolved to this day. For Duchamp, the theory and practice of chess had a 
significant effect on his artistic practice. He saw the pieces as a kind of alphabet, 
and their movement around the chessboard created an endless array of poems. In 
Knight Moves to Remis, German art historian Astrid Honold and chess expert Michail 
Chatzidakis walk through the 315 surviving games that Duchamp is known to have 
played, providing art historical diagrams and position analysis throughout.

Columbian art in Mexico and New York, she began making sculpture in 
1954, and soon began focusing on the totemic figures for which she is best 
known.

Brackens 
depicts nuanced visions of Black life and identity, while also alluding to the complicated 
histories of labor and migration through his use of materials: cotton, tea and bleach, to 
name a few. Through three essays, a poem and an in-depth conversation with the artist, 
the book foregrounds Brackens’ meticulous process—hand-dyed cotton, deliberate 
weaving—and considers how his works invite sustained looking, offering textiles as sites 
of care, ritual and transformation.

AM. WE WALK TO DAVE’S CORNER, I LEAVE NOTE FOR NORMAN, DAN & I DECIDE 
NOT TO STAY TOGETHER TONITE.” This pocket-size notebook, chock-full of ideas 
for her work, quotidian scheduling notations and personal reflections, offers an 
intimate view of an elusive artist.

Originally self-published by Guy de Cointet (1934–83) in 1972, A Captain from Portugal is 
a short novel composed of the artist’s own coded letterforms. Printed in a hand-drawn, 
polygonal font, this artist’s book retains the formal logic of a standard paperback—
including section breaks, illustrations and captions—that begs to be read like any other 
book. However, instead of standard literary fare, Cointet delivers a series of visually 
mesmerizing encrypted texts. Rather than alienating the reader, these texts pull them 
in through delicately arranged patterns, at times so intricate as to create a moiré effect 
on the page. Complementing these writings are additional boxlike codes, a short song 
presented in staff notation and several illustrations, a few of which point to the artist’s 
jagged, triangular drawings of the early 1980s.

A legend of Southern Italy for almost a millennium, tarantism is a form of hysteria brought on by a 
bite from the Lycosa tarantula spider, to be cured only by music. The regional folk dance known 
as tarantella allegedly evolved as a remedy to this convulsive frenzy. Tarantismo consists of a 
bilingual (English/Italian) book and 2xLP conceived as a tribute to pizzica, a variation of tarantella 
from Puglia. Bridging anthropology, sound research and visual culture, the book and vinyl each 
explore the symbolic power of ritual, the physical language of trance and the enduring relationship 
between rhythm and healing. Rather than approaching tarantism as a closed folkloric past, the 
project treats it as a living cultural archive, open to reinterpretation.

Prost’s award-winning photo series, a visual inventory of 
nightclub facades captured in daylight, begins in his home 
country of France
For the first installment of his international “visual inventory” series, French photographer 
François Prost (born 1980) turned his lens on his home country, capturing over 200 
nightclub facades. His images effectively defamiliarize the clubs: neon and other 
sulfurous attributes of nocturnal ambiance are replaced by the exposing light of day. 
They become, then, quite neutral buildings in peri-urban or rural zones, in the middle 
of industrial areas or sugar beet fields. Like Cinderella returning to reality, these places 
of celebration, idealized by many teenagers, become void. Not without humor and with 
a hint of nostalgia, the series pays tribute to the sometimes-overdecorated designs 
and visual codes claimed by nightlife spaces. Prost’s project won the 2016 Fidal Youth 
Photography Award and has been exhibited and published internationally. Handsomely 
produced, the book dons a leatherette-like cover with tip-in and ribbon, and includes 
pullout poster maps.

In 2022, the Ward Commission of Jersey City met to remap the district, as typically 
happens following every census.

In the middle of the sapphire-blue Aegean Sea lies Paros, a tiny island with an ancient 
history. Part of the Cycladic islands, Paros has been famous for its sparkling white marble 
statuary for thousands of years.

Fridlyand’s Soviet upbringing thaws in her candid images of 
21st-century Cuba
Russian photographer Jenia Fridlyand (born 1975) grew up in the Soviet Union in the 
years just prior to perestroika. Visiting Cuba in the second decade of the 21st century, 
then, felt like an uncanny homecoming. While both tangible and familiar, the grim fabric 
of the communist quotidian kept unraveling for Fridlyand under the bright, tropical sun. 
With a large format camera and a photographic practice rooted in the American New 
Topographics tradition, Fridlyand traveled around the island during several extended 
trips. She intuitively trained her lens on moments and scenes with the potential of holding 
both the known and the novel—from a pair of donkeys silhouetted against hilltops, a 
customer at a barber shop and a pair of rocking chairs seen through an open door, to 
drops of sweat on a man’s curved back and sweet fruit hanging ripe on a tree.
