Included with 9" Tables: Locate your first set of end frames, one connecting post and two tension

knobs. The connecting post will have holes drilled on two sides of the
square tube. Make sure these holes line up with the holes on the end
frames. Insert the connecting post into the end frames. If post does not
slide by hand, try a few squirts of WD40 and tap the frames with a
rubber mallet until the post slides in. Position the connecting post as
shown in the diagram below. Once the holes are aligned, screw in

two tension knobs.

Then, using a rubber
mallet, tap down on the cableway braces to lock into the frame.

The metal frames are adjustable in width/depth to fit many table top

sizes. The cableway braces slide in and out so you can adjust the
frame to fit your table top size.
