1) Assemble the desk frame right side up. Then, once assembled, flip upside down to attach the desk top.
2) Use a Power Screwdriver to install Wood Screws and Washers. These screws are self-threading so you will be making your own holes.

3) Once attached, with a helper, turn desk right side up.
